Creating a giant mobile of the Christian Creation story, using various techniques, including; collage, sponge printing, painting and sculpture.


Creating Jelly fish using collage materials.


Designing and making their own space craft using sculpture.

Children will be…


Blending and segmenting words with set 1 and 2 sounds.


Identifying and spelling ‘red’ words when reading and writing.


Learning the key features of sentence writing, e.g; starting with a capital letter, using finger spaces between words and ending with a full stop, exclamation mark or question mark.


Sequencing, re-telling and thinking of alternative plots for our class story ‘Whatever Next!’ as well as looking at information books about our Space topic.
